I have done some of those sins AFTER

reading about them.  I knew it was wrong but I did them anyway.

Part of the reason I sinned like that was because I felt fairly

secure with eternal security. Another reason was that I felt I

could be saved if I repent (for pre-planned sins). I may have sinned

knowing their was a small chance of losing salvation over it. That

was then. Now I wish I had obeyed God more. I stumbled upon

your website and became DEEPLY concerned if I can’t be for-

given. In another words, I am concerned about being unforgiven

for all of the following:  sinning willfully after receiving the full

knowledge, the sin unto death, the sins of 1 Corinthians, tram-

pling underfoot the blood of Christ, falling away, and blasphemy

of the Holy Spirit.
